Schnauzer, Repitition’s Canadian 
Envoy. German judge Horst Kliebenstein made exactly the same group 
placements, except his Best Puppy was Heather Tomlins’ Norwich, Ch.

The large Lower Mainland Dog Fanciers show at the Tradex drew a very large 
entry with dozens of specialties and boosters, plus good crowds. Competition 
was high with over 100 terriers entered each day. Swedish judge Paul 
Stanton’s group winner was Larisa Hotchin’s yearling Welsh, Bruhil’s Flying 
Circus, a feat that he repeated on Sunday under Mrs. Denny Mounce. 
Stanton’s Group 3rd and Best Puppy was the Airedale, Indus Curteis Point 
owned by Joanne Helm, with Group 4th going to the Norfolk, Ch. Max-Well’s 
Thunder Boom, owned by Kirsi & Milla Larjava and B. Miller, and handled 
by junior handler Milla; the dog also went Group 2nd under Mounce. 
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Barry Truax’s Scottie puppy, Ch. Glenfraser’s Alexander Of Gallica, at only 
10 months of age, scored a Best of Breed in a field of 6 adult Specials under 
Charlotte McGowan, and Best of Opposite over two male Specials under John 
Wade at the Scottie booster and Robert Hutton at the Specialty. 

 
Barb Ward's Kerry pups, Sloane who lives on Vancouver Island and Izzy who 
lives in Southern California, had a wonderful time in Pleasanton at the Del 
Valle 4 days of shows and the Northern California Kerry Specialty.  Kingael's 
Tudor Noble Woman (Sloane) took Winners Bitch all 5 days, BOW 3 out of 
5 days and BOS over special one of the 5 days, as well as winning the 
Sweepstakes.  Sloane took home 7 points. Kingael's Isabella Of Castille 
(Izzy) was Reserve Winners Bitch at the Specialty, Winner of the Amateur 
Owner Handler class and 3rd in a class of 5 in the Sweepstakes.  Izzy also took 
Reserve Winners Bitch 3 out of the 3 days she showed. 

Performance brags from Eileen Tuulos and her two Miniature Schnauzers, 
Musti and Onni. Advocate's Karbon Copy "Musti" received his 50th 
qualifying run in snooker in July and thus the Versatility Gold Award of 
Merit.  He is only the 14th dog in the Agility Association of Canada's records 
to reach this achievement and there are hundreds of dogs in AAC agility trials. 
Dreamaker Onni Pekka has continued to do well in agility with his Silver 
Award for qualifying in 25 standard runs and 50 games.  In October he earned 
Expert Standard Silver Award of Merit and in November, his Expert 
Gamblers Silver Award of Merit.  At the last AAC trial of the year he 
qualified in 11 out of 13 runs with five first place finishes, three seconds and 
two thirds.  In CKC, Onni has 7 qualifying runs in Excellent B Standard and 6 
qualifying runs in Excellent B Jumpers with Weaves (10 are needed for his 
Excellent Master's titles). Dreamaker Onni Pekka also earned his CDX title 
in obedience at the Tradex with two High in Class scores from judges M. 
Calhoun and J. Leach. His first qualifying and High in Class score was from 
judge Bruce Fraser at the Fraser Valley Dog Fanciers trial on October 9th.   
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At the Elsie Murray Canine Centre Society shows Nov. 24-26, terriers were 
judged by a panel of local judges with quite variable results, except for the 
Group 1st and 2nd which went to the Westie and Scottie Specials. Sheila

Webslinger, and Group 4th to the Wire, Can/Am Ch. Plawsworth Belle Of 
Bon Accord. Gary Allan’s puppy choice was to Hollie Ben-Yosef’s Min. 
Schnauzer, Repitition’s Canadian Envoy. The Wire also picked up a Group 
3rd under Judy Shurb. 

Back in August, Ken & Elaine Allen’s Min. Schnauzer, Ch. Dreamaker
